Local chefs collaborate directly with farmers, shaping dishes 
around the ingredients grown and harvested nearby. 

Okanagan College offers culinary arts training to aspiring chefs, and in-
school programs throughout the region allow young children and youth 
to experience farm life and food preparation in hands-on, experiential 
learning. 

Kelowna is known for our fresh produce, especially our fruits – from 
grapes, applies, cherries – and so much more. A long-standing 
commitment to protecting farmland remains central to the region’s 
identity and continues to be a priority for the City of Kelowna’s future 
development.
